©OHave you checked potential risks?

Are you and your party aware of the weathe.r, visibility, terrain, snow conditions,
your own health conditions and any other potential risks?

:  The number-one cause of emergencies is getting lost, particularly due to sudden changes in the weather. :
:  Fatal accidents have occurred in the past due to avalanches or hypothermia, and numerous injuries are
: caused every year by slipping, falling, colliding with trees or other people or falling into geothermal areas.

Have you done a risk assessment to avoid accidents?

©ODo you have the right equipment and enough of it?
Do you have navigation equipment (compass, map, etc.), a cell phone, warm
clothing and food and drink?

Do you have and know how to use crampons and an ice axe to keep from slipping,
and avalanche beacons and a shovel and probe in the case of an avalanche?

©Do you know how to call for help in an emergency?

Call 110 for the police if you are lost or unable to move due to an injury,
hypothermia etc.

Batteries run down quickly in cold enwronments Make sure your cell phone is
charged and check network coverage.

Ols your group reliable?

It is safer to travel in groups of two or more in the mountains.
If you do travel alone, prepare and assess all risks thoroughly.
